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  CLC Scholarship Committee ðHow Scholarships Are Awarded

After the church service last spring when the CLC Scholarship Committee had presented scholarships to 
the new high school graduates in the congregation, I was asked several questions about how we go 
about determining who should receive a scholarship, and how much each recipient receives.  She 
explained that she had been given a similar task at her church and was interested in learning how we 
made the determinations.  I later found out she was the grandmother of one of the high school 
graduates.  The process of awarding scholarship money should be transparent to the members.  
Therefore, I would like to address the scholarship process so that it is not a mystery to our congregation. 

Each year a scholarship application is made available to those members who think they may qualify for 
scholarship money.  High school graduates planning to continue their education and current students at 
universities, colleges, and technical schools are encouraged to apply.  The application form is available 
on the church website or can be picked up at the church office.  Applications must be filled out and 
returned to the church office by May 1 to give the committee time to review each application. 

The committee then meets to decide which of the applicants will receive money.  Generally any person, 
who is a member of the church, is graduating from high school and submits an application will receive at 
least a nominal scholarship.  The amounts of the scholarships vary each year based upon the 
performance of the investment of each scholarship endowment.  Only the cumulative interest is 
distributed.  A grading system is used to determine the relative amount each applicant will receive.  This 
is based on how involved in the church and service activities the applicant has been since confirmation.  
Each applicant is given points based on this criterion.  The scholarship ñpotò is then divided by the total 
number of points given to the applicants to determine what each point is worth.  The individual awards 
are then determined by the number of points an applicant received times the value of a point.  In this 
way, students who have served the church community are rewarded. 

It was determined by the committee in the past that the CLC scholarships should be used to encourage 
and reward active service to the church after confirmation.  The scholarships are not need based 
because the committee determined there are other scholarships available based on need.  Those that 
pursue sports have athletic scholarship possibilities.  The committee wanted to reward those students 
who found ways to be active after confirmation. 

There are many ways students in the past have served the church community.  Some have volunteered 
to teach Sunday school and help with Vacation Bible School.  Those with musical talents have been 
choir members, bell choir members or provided church music in small groups or solo.  Some have 
worked at the Syttende Mai food stand, Mardi Gras, pig roast, or helped to serve meals and cleanup.  
Highway cleanups, grass cutting, and landscaping works are service.  Attending youth service projects 
such as the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation project are good opportunities to serve.  There is no 
shortage of opportunity to stay involved and our scholarship committee is glad to reward those students 
who choose to serve the church.

Iôm sure many of you are like me and wonder at times why God does some things the way He does.  
Sometimes it was very simply (Jesus calling Matthew, saying ñFollow Meò), and then other times it was 
very majestically with great power (Jesus meeting Saul on the road to Damascus).  With Saul, I have 
wondered for quite a while, ñWhy didnôt Jesus just send two of the disciples with a special message 
that Saul just needed to hear?ò  Something that would get his attention and bring him ñto his senses.ò  
I had always thought in terms of this as a ñone-on-oneò event; Jesus dealing with Saul by Himself.  
The other day, I started to think about the people Saul was after.  He had letters of authorization from 
the Chief Priests in Jerusalem to bring any of the new Christians back in chains to prison and possibly 
death.  That was how Saul was going to vote.  His reputation went before him and filled the Christians 
that had fled Jerusalem with fear and left them wondering why He hated them so. What had they done 
that made them so deserving of fearing for their lives?  In todayôs world, we have a hard time 
understanding persecution like that, here in Stoughton.  Iôm sure whenever they met, they asked each 
other if there was any news about where Saul was and who had been captured by his men.  I am sure 
there were hundreds if not thousands of prayers that went up to God for His protection.  I have to 
admit I would have been thinking in terms of Saul as a ñlost causeò and hoping he would have an 
accident that would give him something else to think about and take him out of the picture.  It finally 
dawned on me that what Jesus did with Saul on the road to Damascus was the answer to all those 
prayers. It was an answer that probably left the early Christians (and me) with a ñWhoaðI didnôt see 
that one coming!ò  Saul became Paul.  There were probably tears of joy as they thanked God.  There 
is a verse in Isaiah 55:8 and 9 that says, ñFor my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your 
ways My ways, declares the Lord.  For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways 
higher than your ways, and My thoughts than your thoughts.ò  Thank you, God and Jesus, for not 
seeing Paul or the rest of us as lost causes.

These words were written in chalk on a small slate 
board at the mission Mother Teresa started in 
Kolkata, India.  I shared this with CLC seniors 
during the India presentation last month. So I 
could remember it, I took a picture of it.  I thought 
you might like to see the words in print to be able 
to take time and ponder their meaning. Truly, God 
gives us muchðmost notably his own son, our 
savior.  Secondly, would God let us give more 
than we are able?  Likely not.  And finally, the 
closing may come from the Apostle Paul, who said 
God loves a cheerful giver, only this includes 
accepting Godôs gifts with as much joy and 
eagerness.  It is worth thinking about, isnôt it?
