Have you ever been asked what something means?  The meaning of a word that is used all the time can 
sometimes get blurred in our minds, causing us to think we know the answer only to find out we canôt 
really put our understanding into words.  Two words we hear each Sunday in church are mercy and 
grace.  Paul writes in his letters to the early churches about the mercy of God and the grace of God. We 
say them almost simultaneously at times, but are they the same? 

Jesusô story of the prodigal son is a wonderful illustration of both words in action.  Think about what 
could have happened when the young son came home ñbeaten up by the life he chose.ò  The father 
could have chosen to tell his son he never wanted to see him again.  Or he could have listened to him 
and forgiven him for wasting the opportunity he had with his life and then told his son, ñYou made your 
bed, now lie in it.ò  The mercy of God was explained to me as God not giving us what we rightfully 
deserve.  No one has to convince me that I have sinned along the way.  I know that all too well.  The 
thought that God would forgive me is almost hard to grasp, much less understand why.  

What did the father do?  The father did not wait for the son to come all the way to him.  The father went 
running to his son, hugged and kissed him.  Then he put his ring on his finger, signifying he was part of 
his family.  He could have done what the son asked and let his son live out his life as a servant, 
regretting the choices he made.   Instead, the father went above and beyond anything the son could 
hope for.  In Jesus, God did the same thing for us.  In our situation, Jesus came to us and paid the debt 
we owed.  He now takes our hand and is willing to say, ñHe/she is part of my family.ò  That is grace.   
John 1, 5:11-13 says, ñAnd this is the testimony, that God has given us eternal life and this life is in His 
Son. He who has the Son has life. He who has not the Son of God has not life. I write this to you who 
believe (trust) in the name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal life.ò  

Putting these two words together, mercy and grace, brings a certain wonder and awe of what Jesus did 
in His death and resurrection for us.  He took away what we really deserve and made it possible for us 
to have what we truly do not deserve.  That brings to mind another word, worship.

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South Central Synod of Wisconsin

Seven high school youth will be traveling to India for two weeks with 
Bishop Bruce Burnside to visit our companion synod in Northern India 
the last week of December 2010 and the first week of January 2011.  

Two of these young people are from Stoughton, Wisconsin, 
congregations.  Alix Klinzing , a sophomore at Stoughton High School 
and member of Christ Lutheran, will participate, and Sam Richards, a 
junior at Edgewood High School and member of Covenant Lutheran, 
also plans to make the trip.  

This trip is the first one our synod has planned for teenage youth.  The 
students will meet other teens and church leaders in our global church 
as they prepare for their adventure.  Later this summer, all seven 

students will be hosted by the ELCA national church for a tour of the Chicago office and conversations 
with global church leaders.  They will visit congregations, schools, orphanages, and hospitals of the 
Northern Evangelical Lutheran Church of India, as well as historical sites.   

The cost of this trip is $3,000.  Pastor Scott, Pastor Paula, and the Youth Board will be contacting our 
church mission partners to request financial support.  These partners include Christ Lutheranôs Men in 
Mission, Elizabeth Circle, Bethel Circle, Women With a Mission, Board of Education, Vacation Bible 
School, Mission Support, the Lutefisk Committee, and other fundraising activities.   

When these students return to Wisconsin, they will visit congregations, youth events, and synod 
gatherings to share their experience.  Alix Klinzing responded to a pastoral invitation offered to 8

, 9

th
 

and 10
th
 grade students in our congregation to consider this trip.  Later, the synod requested only senior 

high students be considered.  Alix was nominated by Pastor Scott and accepted by the India Youth Trip 
Leadership Committee.  Alix is an excellent student, a member of the youth bell choir at Christ Lutheran 
Church, a Sunday School teacher, and daughter of Eileen Klinzing.  She has an older sister, Corey, a 
brother, Kyle, and her mom is our congregationôs financial secretary.
