These ñseven words of the Lordôs Prayer are remarkably comprehensive.ò  Thatôs what Bishop Mark 
Hanson wrote in a magazine article about the prayer that Jesus put into the mouths of his disciples.  

There are so many ways to hear these words we speak in the Lordôs Prayer.  For example, it may be a 
confession : Lord, please help reduce my insatiable need to consume more so that I may be generous 
and share with others. 

It may be a prayer of inspiration,  as we remember from catechism what Luther taught: that in this 
prayer we look to God not only for daily nourishment, but also for everything else we need for our life.  
Things like good health, neighbors, faith, friends, justice, good government and rulers, the means to 
make a living, safe towns, and people to serve one another. 

It may be a prayer of community,  as we recall the television reports of Haiti and pray: Lord, help me to 
see those who are hungry in our community and in the world, and reach out to them with the bread of 
life. 

It may be a prayer of thanksgiving , as we recall the good neighbors who share life together in our 
church family.  For our Lord teaches that we live not by bread alone, but by the very Word of God: the 
preached Word, the living Word, and the Word combined in the bread and wine. 

Luther instructs us in this petition of prayer that God gives us daily bread without our prayer, even to all 
evil people, but we ask in this prayer that God cause us to recognizeðto seeðwhat our daily bread is 
and to receive it with thanksgiving.

Johnôs Gospel is a first-hand account of the life of 
Jesus.  John was the youngest of the disciples and 
lived to be the oldest.  I sometimes wonder if it is 
because of his age that John tends to show Jesus as 
a servant.  The other disciples were kind of slow to 
pick up on what Jesus was trying to get them to 
understand about what His Kingdom was all about.  If 
their mindset was arguing about who was the 

greatest, chances are John would get stuck doing the menial jobs because of his age.  

Johnôs chapter 12 through chapter 20 covers seven days, the last week of Jesusô life.  Chapter 13 is 
already the Passover meal, the Last Supper.  Here Jesus washes the disciplesô feet, something a 
servant was expected to do for the Master, not the Master for the servants.  John is the only one who 
records the account.  It apparently made a lasting impression on him that he probably could relate very 
well to.  

During this Lenten season, I would hope you would read these chapters, as there are so many things 
that are blessings to be realized held within them.  The chapter I really love to read is chapter 17, 
referred to as the High Priestly Prayer or the Farewell Prayer, in which Jesus prays for his disciples and 
for us, you and me.  Verse three speaks volumes to us as to what our lives are all about.  ñAnd this is 
Eternal Life, that they may know Thee, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom Thou hast sent.ò  The 
whole chapter is Jesus asking God:  

 1.  to keep us in His name 
 2.  that His joy may be made full in us 
 3.  that God not take us from this world, but that He keep us from the evil one 
 4.  that we may be one, ñjust as We (Jesus and God) are oneò 
 5.  that we might be with Him so that we may see His Glory 
 6. and that the love which God loved Jesus with would be in us, and that Jesus would be in us     

 as well.   
It is a humbling thing to have someone do something for you because they love you, but it is a heart, 
touching thing that you donôt forget.  Thank You, God, for touching Johnôs heart and allowing us to share 
in it.
